· Launched in 2004, mondaytofriday.com is an online working-week lodging service. It offers rooms to lodgers who need to live near their place of work during the week, and return to their own home each weekend.  
· Mondaytofriday.com homeowners...
· Pay £29.95 to post their room on the mondaytofriday.com site for three months

· Rent out their spare room to a lodger during the week and can earn up to £4,250 rental per annum tax free, through the Government’s rent-a-room scheme

· Reclaim their privacy – and their spare room – every weekend when their lodger goes home
· Mondaytofriday.com lodgers...
· Register free of charge, for unlimited room searching and contact with homeowners 
· Beat the daily commute, with many saving considerable money on travel fares by living closer to their work during the week, and returning home every weekend 

· Reduce their personal carbon footprints by travelling less

· Have the flexibility to take an ideal job far away from home, without having to uproot established family ties and relocate. Some mondaytofridayers even lodge in an area to ‘test the water’ before relocating

· Typical mondaytofridayers work in industries including, but not limited to, IT, Banking, Insurance, Government, Construction and Engineering, but also Entertainment, Healthcare and Media... 
  
· Extracts from a 2008 survey of mondaytofriday.com’s user base show that...

· Nearly 30% are using mondaytofriday.com because they are working on a short term assignment or temporary project – situated in locations which are not easily commutable – or simply testing the water before relocating

· 2008 was mondaytofriday.com’s busiest ever... but 2009 is off to a good start, too:
· Mondaytofriday.com had nearly 9000 website visits in January 2009; an increase of 24%, compared with January 2008.  Similarly, the number of site visitor page views were also up by 70%, in January 2009


· Visitors are spending an average of 5.04 minutes on the site per visit; and clocking up an average of 8.5 page views each time 
· In 2008, 211.05% more lodgers, and 177.35% more homeowners registered than in 2007
· The website offers a wealth of advisory, legal and ‘streetwise’ information - including contract templates - to help prospective homeowner landlords and lodgers make their independent decisions
· Mondaytofriday.com Managing Director Judy Niner originally developed the idea for the service when she moved to an Oxfordshire village in the early 1990s and was faced with a daily commute to her job at London’s Science Museum 

“Leaving the house at 6am every day was pretty miserable. So I rented a room in London and placed an ad in The Oxford Times to let a room in my own house to help cover the cost. I realised that others would benefit from being working-week landlords or lodgers and the concept of mondaytofriday.com was born.”
