In 1990, she moved to an Oxfordshire village and was faced with a daily commute - often in excess of three hours - to her job at London’s Science Museum. “Leaving the house at 6am every day was pretty miserable. So I rented a room in London and placed an ad in The Oxford Times to let a room in my own house to help cover the cost. I realised that others would benefit from being working-week landlords or lodgers and so my idea for mondaytofriday.com was born.”  

After training as an English, Drama and EFL teacher, Judy became a Broadcaster and Trainer at the Singapore Broadcasting Corporation before joining the BBC’s television co-production department.  After 7 further years at BBC Enterprises, marketing TV programmes and associated products, she moved to the Science Museum as Head of Marketing and Development (1990-1996). 

From 1996-1999 Judy was responsible for the marketing of the National Trust’s Waddesdon Manor & providing consultancy support to a variety of clients including the Science Museum and National Railway Museum.  She started Development Partners in January 2000 and is also a Director of Roald Dahl Centre Trading Ltd as well as Managing Director of Mondaytofriday Ltd.
